Upon receipt of registration details, the National JSHS Office will reserve hotel accommodations and assign tour 

preferences.  Hotel accommodations for all National JSHS delegates, including students and adult 

leaders/chaperones, will be at the Bethesda North Marriott and Conference Center, 5701 Marinelli Rd., Bethesda, 

Tel. 301-822-9200. Reservations should be made through the National JSHS Office. The JSHS room rate at the 

Marriott is $129.00/night (single, double or triple).  The room rate is subject to state and local taxes, currently at
